This new headquarters facility for the Midwestern
utility company Alliant Energy was designed as
a statement of the company’s changing mission
and an instrument of that change.

Tilton, Kelly + Bell was responsible for the interior
architecture and design on a design-build team.
Initial activities assessed client need, determined
the proposed building size and recommended
modifications to enhance Alliant’s utilization of
the facility.  Strategies to anticipate Alliant’s
likely growth included provisions for a third,
150,000 square foot wing and the capability of
doubling the size of the data center.

Individual wings are focused on a central rotunda
which groups reception, employee entrances,
vertical circulation, large meting and training
rooms, and employee dining together to maintain
and foster dialogue between different business
units.  In each wing, communal plazas group
support functions of conference, beverage, copy
and mail around an informal break area to
facilitate employee interactivity.

The design incorporates numerous energy
conversion techniques including cool
daylighting, ambient lighting and ice generation.
The Alliant Energy headquarters facility was
designed to reflect this utility.
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
